Funding

The GAA has been successful in receiving funding from the Federal Government’s Housing Affordability Funding (HAF) to
assist us with our Precinct Structure Planning. It's great to see this funding program helping the planning component
of growth areas development.

We now have an extra $8 million on top of State Government funding to help us ensure there is sufficient zoned land with
well thought out, progressive strategic planning for Melbourne’s growth.

The funding is part of a three year program and you can find more detail about our current PSP program by referring to our
website www.gaa.vic.gov.au.
